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Vuslat’in “Emanet” Adli Kisisel Sergisi Baksi Muzesi’nde
Ziyarete Aciliyor

Baksi Miizesi, 13 Haziran- 30 Kasim tarihleri arasinda sanatci Vuslat’in mize
banyesindeki ilk kisisel sergisi “Emanet”e, Chus Martinez kuratérligunde ev
sahipligi yapiyor. Vuslat, kendi koklerine geri dondugu topraklardaki bu yeni kisisel
sergisi icin hazirladidi eserler (metin, heykel, ¢izim, ses, enstalasyon) cevresinde,
guven, baglilik, derin bir sadakat ve koruyuculugun degerini ifade eden “emanet”
kavraminin tezahurlerini kesfetmeye davet ediyor.

“form” olgusundan 6te bir malzemenin ve belirli formlarin ilettigi “dinamik gucler’e
dayaniyor. Calismalarinda her zaman farkl enerjileri harekete geciren sanatgi, bu
sergi araciligiyla eserler ve mekan; eserler ve insanlar; eserler ve onlari etkileyen
anlatilar arasinda bir akis, iliski ve bag yaratmayi amacliyor.

Bayburt’ta yer alan Baksi Muzesi’nin konumu, dogal 6zellikleriyle -topografyasi,
iIrmagi, bitkileri, tarihin izleri ve gelenekleri- sanatc¢inin zihnine girerek eserlerine yon
veriyor. Sergi mekaninin merkezinde konumlanan eser “Yagsamin Goébek Bag”;
nehrin akisindan, bir yasam tasiyicisi olarak “su”dan, doguyor; desenler ise
bdlgedeki rizgarin enerjisinden besleniyor; bolgenin yerel taglarindan yapilimis
kaideler Uzerinde yerlestirilen sigir kuyrugu bitkilerinden yaratilan eserler sifa
olgusunu esas aliyor; kilden heykellerin kokeni ise topraga dayaniyor. Sanatgi
eserlerin hepsini baglayici ve buyuleyici bir sekilde bir araya getiren etkileyici bir
yontem olusturuyor, bu da onlari tek bir batun gibi algilamamizi saghyor.

Diger insanlarin gegmis ve buglnkii deneyimlerine kulak
verip duyularimizi agarak; acgozliliige ve kayitsizliga karsi ¢ikarak ve nihayet bizi
icimizde nege ve sefkat uyandiran bir kiiltiire ¢cagirarak...” Chus Martinez

Vuslat’s Solo Exhibition Entitled “Emanet” Is Opening to
Visitors at Baksi Museum

Baksi Museum is hosting the artist Vuslat'’s first solo exhibition, “Emanet,” curated
by Chus Martinez, between 13 June and 30 November. Vuslat invites you to
discover the value of trust, devotion, deep loyalty, and protection manifested in the
concept of emanet through new works (text, sculpture, drawing, sound, and
installation) that she prepared for this new solo exhibition taking place on the land
where she has returned to her own roots.

Beyond the phenomenon of “form,” the main subject of the exhibit—which is shaped
by Vuslat’s sculpture and drawing works—is the “dynamic forces” that materials and
certain forms convey. In this exhibit, the artist— who always mobilizes different
energies in her works— aims to create a flow, relationship and connection between
works and place, works and people, works and the narratives that affect them.
Baksi Museum’s location in Bayburt, with its natural features— topography, river,
plants, traces of history and traditions —enters the artist’'s mind and gives direction to
her works. Taking its place at the center of the exhibition space, the work “Life’s
Umbilical Cord” is born from the flow of the river, water as a carrier of life; drawings
are nourished by the region’s wind energy; works created from mullein plants and
placed on bases made from local stones from the region, are based on the
phenomenon of healing; the origin of clay sculptures come from earth. The artist
creates an impressive method that brings all the works together in a connected and
fascinating manner which enables us to perceive them as a whole.

The exhibition, which provides an inspiring opportunity to explore our relationship
with ourselves and our world, is open until 30 November.

“In Vuslat’s exhibition and philosophy, the concept of emanet turns into an almost
magical force. Beyond explaining the feeling of trust, for her the concept of emanet is
a source of inspiration for a more advanced lifestyle; an attractive idea that reflects a
new system of thinking. In pursuit of this idea, with sincere effort Vuslat creates a
bond with past generations, the earth, and traditions. By listening and opening our
senses to other people’s past and present experiences, by resisting greed and
apathy, and ultimately calling us to a culture that awakens the joy and compassion
within us...
